On Tuesday 14th November, the
school was visited by a SIAMS
(Statutory Inspection of Angli-
can and Methodist Schools) in-
spector who conducted an inspec-
tion on our school as part of a
planned inspection programme.

We receive this inspection as we
are a Church of England school
and are provided with a judge-
ment at the end. The process is
very similar to an Ofsted in-
spection with the inspector

parents. I would like to say a
huge thank you to everyone that
supported the process and to all
the parents that spoke to the
inspector. From this inspection,
a school will either be judged
as:

® The inspection findings indi-
cate that the school 1is living
up to its foundation as a
Church school, and is enabling
pupils and adults to flourish.

OR

® The inspection findings
indicate that the school has
strengths, but that there are
also issues that Lleaders need
to address as a matter of
priority.

Although we are not allowed to
share the final outcome until
the report is published
(hopefully before December) we
are delighted that the inspector
saw why we are so proud of our
school. As soon as the report
is published, I will share it in
its entirety.

We are moving ever closer to-
wards the busiest time of the
school year with events and per-
formances, so please keep a
close eye on our diary dates so
that you don’t miss any of the
events taking place in school.
